Refillable LP-gas cylinders with a
maximum capacity of 20 pounds may be
used with an optional propane adaptor
and hose. Dimensions: 30.5 cm (12 in)
diameter x 45.7 cm (18 in) height. Use
Coleman® Propane Adaptor With Hose
(Model 5475). Refillable LP-gas cylinders
must be off and connections fully closed
when the stove is not in use.

¢ CHECK FOR LEAKS in one or more ways:
Apply soapy water to connections. Look
for bubbles. Listen for hiss of escaping
gas. Feel for extreme cold. Smell for rotten
egg odor. Never use a flame. Do not use if
leaking.

For Use With Optional Coleman® Propane Adaptor
With Hose (Model 5475)

e Fully close
stove burner
valves by turning
clockwise hand
tight.

e Attach hose to
5430 regulator
and thread onto
stove as shown in Fig. 10.

e Connect hose to refillable LP-gas
cylinder, open valve of LP-gas cylinder,
and perform leak check procedure
on all connections. Reference 'Leak
Check' section for instructions.

When not in use, follow the

instructions below to disconnect

your hose and adaptor from your
appliance.

1. Purge remaining gas pressure in the
hose by closing the valve on the
refillable LP-gas cylinder while the
stove is lit.

2. Wait until the flame has self-
extinguished

3. Close all stove burner valves by
turning clockwise hand tight.

4. Disconnect hose from each end. At
this point you can also remove the
5430 regulator.

A WARNING

® The gas flow must be turned off at
the refillable LP-gas cylinder when
the stove is not in use.

EXPLOSION - FIRE HAZARD
Propane is heavier than air and can
accumulate in low places. If you
smell gas, leave the
area immediately.

Always attach or detach propane
source outdoors; never while stove is
lighted, near flame, pilot lights, other
ignition sources or while stove is hot
to touch.

This stove is very hot during use
and can ignite flammables too close
to the burners. Keep flammables

at least 0.3 m (12 in) from the sides
and 1.2 m (48 in) from the top of

the stove. Keep gasoline and other
flammabile liquids and vapors well
away from stove.

The stove must not be exposed to
flammable vapors or liquids

during lighting.

e Set on sturdy, flat surface. For outdoor
use only.

e Hold lighted match near burner and
open burner valve. (Fig. 11 and 12)

When the refillable LP-gas cylinder
is connected to the stove, the

stove and cylinder shall be stored
outdoors, in a well-ventilated space,
out of the reach of children, and shall
not be stored in a building, garage,
or any other enclosed area.

Storage of the stove indoors is
permissible only if the cylinder is
disconnected and removed from the
stove.
