 How can I view maps on my control head when I am not on  the water? 
 1. Power on the control head. Select Simulator.
 2. Select a lake from Lake List.

 Can I view the Humminbird LakeMaster map card on my computer?
No, the Humminbird LakeMaster map card is not compatible with your 
computer. It is only compatible with your Humminbird control head. 
Installing the Humminbird LakeMaster map card in a computer could 
corrupt the map files.
